This guide gets you started with a typical installation for IBM Classification Module.

Product overview
Embedded with extensive natural language processing and semantic analysis capabilities, IBM® Classification Module
determines the true intent of unstructured content and then uses that knowledge to classify documents and e-mail and automate
decision making. Unlike other classification systems that are based on rules only, IBM Classification Module combines rule and
keyword-based analysis with statistical, text-based analysis. Through feedback, the system incorporates real-time learning that
adapts to your changing business needs and ensures that accuracy improves over time.

IBM Classification Module runs as a stand-alone product and provides an integration with the IBM FileNet® P8 platform. For
example, documents and e-mail can be archived into appropriate IBM FileNet P8 folders and declared as records under an IBM
FileNet Records Manager record retention policy.

1 Step 1: Access your software and documentation

3 Step 3: Review the base architecture
The IBM Classification Module core components (server, client, and Workbench application) can run as a stand-alone product or
interact with IBM FileNet P8 through the Classification Center. IBM Classification Module can also help IBM Content Collector
determine how to process documents and e-mail by analyzing content, not just metadata, when items enter the system.
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4 Step 4: Install IBM Classification Module
Run the appropriate installation program for your environment:
v AIX®: ./icm86_setup_aix.bin
v Linux®: ./icm86_setup_linux.bin
v Solaris: ./icm86_setup_sunos.bin
v Windows®: icm86_setup_win32.exe

5 Step 5: Optional: Install Integration Components for IBM FileNet P8
IBM Classification Module provides automatic classification services for IBM FileNet P8. To install the integration for IBM
FileNet P8, run the appropriate installation program for your environment. In a high volume production environment, you
might want to install this software on a separate computer from where you install the Classification Module core
components:
v AIX: ./icm86_setup_aix.bin
v Linux: ./icm86_setup_linux.bin
v Solaris: ./icm86_setup_sunos.bin
v Windows: icm86_setup_win32.exe

Select the Custom installation type, select IBM FileNet P8 integration, and follow the instructions in the installation
wizard.
