Installing Fault Analyzer Plug-in for Eclipse V10.1.0.4 into CICS Explorer

The following steps are required in order to install the Fault Analyzer for zOS Plug-in for Eclipse V10.1.0.4 into CICS explorer.

Extract all the contents of FA_ plugin V10104.zip or IDIGUIP.zip to any writable directory of your choice, for example, C/FaultAnalyzer.

Start CICS Explorer.

In the action bar click "Help", and scroll down and select "Software Updates".

The "Software Updates and Add-ons" pop-up appears. Click the "Available Software" tab.

5. Click "Add Site" to point CICS Explorer to the downloaded Fault Analyzer plug-in.
