Start CICS Explorer

Click Help > Install New Software... .

Click on Add... .

In Add Repository dialog, click Archive... button and select the zipped file.

Select IBM File Manager® plug-in (Required) feature from the list. You may need to also select IBM File
Manager® plug-in EMF runtime if your CICS Explorer environment does not have a version of the EMF runtime
environment installed.

8. Click Finish button to install IBM File Manager® plug-in for Eclipse. Upon successful installation, the CICS
Explorer should prompt you to restart the CICS Explorer. Select Yes to re-start your CICS Explorer.
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After following the installation steps above, you should be able to start using IBM File Manager® plug-in for Eclipse.
Follow the steps below to bring up Systems Information view:

1. Select Window > Show View > Other... .
2. From a list of available views, select Systems Information view under File Manager category.
3. You should see Systems Information view in your perspective.
