And because no one needs to purchase applications to open and 

read the documents, the ODF standard also makes it easier to 

share information with other people and organizations.

Create composite applications with a tiered API model and Eclipse 

plug-in support for enhanced flexibility

Lotus Symphony software leverages a tiered application pro-

gramming interface (API) model to give you the flexibility to 

meet your needs—whether you’re building a simple plug-in to 

launch a Lotus Symphony document from another application, 

or you’re creating a more sophisticated solution like one that 

manipulates data in a Lotus Symphony spreadsheet from an 

inventory database. 

APIs based on Eclipse allow you to easily open, access and 

close any of the Lotus Symphony applications. Editor ViewPart 

APIs go further and allow you to call load and save functions 

from Lotus Symphony software; access content generated by 

Lotus Symphony software for use in applications; and even cus-

tomize the user interface for a particular solution.
