2.0 Program Materials

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5.0 Installation Requirements and Considerations

The following sections identify the system requirements for installing and activating MQSeries Integrator.
The following terminology is used:

e Driving system: the system used to install the program.

e Target system: the system on which the program is installed.

In many cases, the same system can be used as both a driving system and a target system. However,

you may want to set up a clone of your system to use as a target system by making a separate IPL-able
copy of the running system. The clone should include copies of all system libraries that SMP/E updates,
copies of the SMP/E CSI data sets that describe the system libraries, and your PARMLIB and PROCLIB.

Some cases where two systems should be used include the following:

¢ When installing a new level of a product that is already installed, the new product will delete the old
one. By installing onto a separate target system, you can test the new product while still keeping the
old one in production.

¢ When installing a product that shares libraries or load modules with other products, the installation can
disrupt the other products. Installing onto a test system or clone will allow you to assess these
impacts without disrupting your production system.

5.2.2.3 Toleration/Coexistence Requisites

A toleration/coexistence requisite is defined as a product which must be present on a sharing system.
These systems can be other systems in a multisystem environment (not necessarily sysplex), a shared
DASD environment (such as test and production), or systems that reuse the same DASD at different time
intervals.

5.3 FMIDs Deleted

Installing MQSeries Integrator may result in the deletion of other FMIDs. To see what FMIDs will be
deleted, examine the ++VER statement in the product's SMPMCS. See Appendix A, “MQSeries Integrator
Install Logic” on page 19 for more information on how to do this.

If you do not wish to delete these FMIDs at this time, you must install MQSeries Integrator into separate
SMP/E target and distribution zones.

Note: These FMIDs will not automatically be deleted from the Global Zone. Consult the SMP/E manuals
for instructions on how to do this.
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5.4 Special Considerations

The MQSeries Integrator must install in to it's own uniqgue SMP/E Zones. These should be new SMP/E
Zones that should not be used by any other product.

Please note that not all the element code prefixes are unique to this product and so there may be
duplicate element names that conflict with other products.

Please also be aware of Library Concatenations and ensure you are pointing to the correct libraries. Care
should be taken to specify the correct Library order to ensure you pick up the Library you are intending to.

6.0 Installation Instructions

This chapter describes the installation method and the step-by-step procedures to install and to activate
the functions of MQSeries Integrator.

Please note the following:

¢ If you want to install MQSeries Integrator into its own SMP/E environment, consult the SMP/E manuals
for instructions on creating and initializing the SMPCSI and the SMP/E control data sets.

e Sample jobs have been provided to help perform some or all of the installation tasks. The SMP/E jobs
assume that all DDDEF entries required for SMP/E execution have been defined in the appropriate
zones.

e The SMP/E dialogs may be used instead of the sample jobs to accomplish the SMP/E installation
steps.

6.1 Installing MQSeries Integrator

6.1.1 SMP/E Considerations for Installing MQSeries Integrator

This release of MQSeries Integrator is installed using the SMP/E RECEIVE, APPLY, and ACCEPT
commands. The SMP/E dialogs may be used to accomplish the SMP/E installation steps.

6.1.2 SMP/E Options Subentry Values

The recommended values for some SMP/E CSI subentries are shown in Figure 13. Use of values lower
than these may result in failures in the installation process. DSSPACE is a subentry in the GLOBAL
options entry. PEMAX is a subentry of the GENERAL entry in the GLOBAL options entry. Refer to the
SMP/E manuals for instructions on updating the global zone.

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6.1.3 SMP/E CALLLIBS Processing

MQSeries Integrator uses the CALLLIBS function provided in SMP/E to resolve external references during
installation. When MQSeries Integrator is installed, ensure that DDDEFs exist for the following libraries:

¢ SCSQLOAD
e SCEELKED
e SDSNLOAD

Note: The DDDEFs above are used only to resolve the link-edit for MQSeries Integrator using
CALLLIBS. These data sets are not updated during the installation of MQSeries Integrator.

6.1.4 Unload the Sample JCL from the Product Tape

To receive the full benefit of the SMP/E Causer SYSMOD Summary Report, do not bypass the following
on the ACCEPT CHECK: PRE, ID, REQ, and IFREQ. This is because the SMP/E root cause analysis
identifies the cause only of ERRORS and not of WARNINGS (SYSMODs that are bypassed are treated
as warnings, not errors, by SMP/E).

Before using SMP/E to load new distribution libraries, it is recommended that you set the ACCJCLIN
indicator in the distribution zone. This will cause entries produced from JCLIN to be saved in the
distribution zone whenever a SYSMOD containing inline JCLIN is ACCEPTed. For more information on
the ACCJCLIN indicator, see the description of inline JCLIN in the SMP/E manuals.

Once you have taken any actions indicated by the ACCEPT CHECK, remove the CHECK operand and
run the job again to perform the ACCEPT.

Note: The GROUPEXTEND operand indicates that SMP/E apply all requisite SYSMODs. The requisite
SYSMODS might be applicable to other functions.

Expected Return Codes and Messages: 0

If PTFs containing replacement modules are being ACCEPTed, SMP/E ACCEPT processing will
linkedit/bind the modules into the distribution libraries. During this processing, the Linkage Editor or Binder
may issue messages documenting unresolved external references, resulting in a return code of 4 from the
ACCEPT step. These messages can be ignored, because the distribution libraries are not executable and
the unresolved external references will not affect the executable system libraries.
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6.2 Activating MQSeries Integrator

MQSeries Integrator is fully operational once the SMP/E installation is complete. No further customization
is required to activate this function.
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Appendix A. MQSeries Integrator Install Logic

A.1 SMP/E Modification Control Statements

The SMP/E Modification Control Statements (SMPMCS) for MQSeries Integrator are contained in the
SMPMCS file on the installation tape. The SMPMCS for each FMID in the product will be loaded to the
SMPPTS data set, with a member name matching the FMID, when the FMID is SMP/E RECEIVEd. You
may browse or print these members using TSO/E, ISPF, or IEBGENER (or IEBPTPCH).

A.2 SMP/E JCLIN

The JCLIN for MQSeries Integrator is contained in the RELFILES on the installation tape. These files will
be loaded to disk by SMP/E when the product is SMP/E RECEIVEd. You may browse or print these files
using TSO/E, ISPF, or IEBGENER (or IEBPTPCH).

The files containing JCLIN are:
FMID HNEO110: 'high-level-qualifier'.HNEO110.F1(HNEO110)
Note:  The high-level qualifier is the qualifier specified as the DSPREFIX in the SMP/E OPTIONS.
