The Screen Customizer default graphical
user interface (GUI) is automatically
presented for each host screen at the
client, featuring automatic menu buttons,
defined input fields and hot spots. With
Screen Customizer Customization Studio,
you can create customized versions of
host screens captured by Administrator.
You can improve screens by adding new
objects, changing fonts and colors, hiding
host fields, reordering workflow, combin-
ing data or automatically navigating the
user through screens.

The drag-and-drop technology of
Customization Studio eliminates the
need for programming, making it a
cost-effective, quick solution that allows
you to leverage investments in legacy
applications. Screen Customizer runs on a
Microsoft® Windows® 95, Windows 98
or Windows NT® workstation. The
Customization Studio component does
not require a host connection.

IBM Screen Customizer automatically
converts host screens into graphical
presentations, which are easy to
customize—without programming.
Available for both IBM Host On-Demand
and IBM Personal Communications,
Screen Customizer is based on innovative
screen recognition technology, requiring
no access to source code. Users can
simultaneously access multiple hosts
with multiple sessions, without causing
degradation in host response time. After
installing Screen Customizer, users never
have to see a green screen again.

Smooth integration with
connectivity software
The Screen Customizer RunTime
component was developed to integrate
smoothly with Host On-Demand and
Personal Communications (SNA and
TCP/IP) connectivity software to form a
complete Host Integration solution.
Host On-Demand (Java™ emulator) and
Personal Communications (standard
terminal emulator) manage 3270 and
5250 connectivity, while Screen
Customizer RunTime delivers graphical
presentation of host application screens.
The same customized screens can be
used by both Personal Communications
and Host On-Demand clients. In addition,
the Screen Customizer RunTime for
Personal Communications supports
Client Access Express.

To install Screen Customizer for Host Integration, you must have already installed either Host On-Demand, Personal Communications or Client Access

Express. The installation program detects which product you have and installs the appropriate files.

• Host On-Demand, Version 4.0 CSD1 Specially Developed for On-Demand Server

• Personal Communications, Version 4.3 CSD2

• Client Access Express, Version 4.0 with SP SF59557, or higher (requires Screen Customizer,  Version 1.0 CSD2)

The RunTime Client can be installed on a Host On-Demand or Personal Communications local workstation or on a Host On-Demand server
