Technical Information
The Content Collector URL Stub Handler on the users machine is realized
by a Java application that is called by a click on the corresponding context
menu entry.

For retrieval of archived documents will be done within using the function
of the IBM Content Collector restore web application

Installing the IBM Content Collector URL Stub Handler does not affect the
existing way of restoring files, no changes in server customizing necessary.
Thereby it is easy to implement into the existing restore process.

Deletion of marked files in the archive is realized by a client and a server
application. The client application accesses the URL-Stub, checks the file
system security and calls the server application which is deployed on the
IBM Content Collector server as a WebSphere application.
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The server component of the Stub Handler marks the document
for deletion. This tag can be used to list all marked files and do a
verification before these files are really deleted.

Before a file is restored or marked for deletion the users file
system security will be checked. Only for users who have
write/delete rights for the current folder, the requested action will
be executed.

To ensure a secure communication between the client and server
application the connection can be encrypted using HTTPS.
