Overview

IBM Cloud 9 for Software Configura-
tion and Library Manager (SCLM) for
z/OS is a browser based, centralized
SCM solution for SCLM customers
for the development and deployment
of S/390 based e-business applica-
tions including S/390 objects. JAVA
programs, HTML files, Web applica-
tions and documents across the 0S/390,
z/0S, Windows, UNIX and

AS/400 platforms. IBM Cloud 9
allows SCLM customers to use a
common set of processes and a
single change and configuration
management solution to manage all
of their development. In today’'s
environment, that means the
development of new web content
and the enhancement of traditional
applications to support the web, as
well as the development and
maintenance of traditional applications
Across the 0S/390, z/OS, Windows,
UNIX, and OS/400 platforms.



tions. IBM Cloud 9 for SCLM allows the
storage of virtually any PC, UNIX or
AS/400 file format in SCLM, including
JAVA code, HTML, documents, and
spreadsheets in addition to traditional
S/390 source modules and outputs. A set
of customized translators and language
definitions are provided which allow JAVA
code and other web content to be stored in
SCLM, then built and deployed utilizing
UNIX System Services (USS). When an
SCLM build is requested and JAVA
components are included, the required
source members are sent to USS and the
z/OS or OS/390 USS JAVA compiler is
invoked with the resulting JAVA classes
and listings being stored back into SCLM.
With Cloud 9, SCLM now has the ability to
manage, build and deploy applications
consisting of both traditional and web
content objects to USS. All application
data is stored in a centralized, secure
environment on OS/390 or z/OS, but can
be accessed from anywhere using a
browser. You no longer need to log on to
ISPF in order to access SCLM because the
Batch Job Viewer allows you to view and
process items in the JES2 batch job
queues from a browser.

Cloud 9 now integrates with VisualAge® for
Java (VA/Java) Version 4 via the
Microsoft® Source Code Control (SCC)
API. You can now add, edit and remove
java parts from SCLM control and check
in/out of SCLM via Cloud 9 within the
VA/Java environment. You can also now
launch the Cloud 9 browser interface from
within VA/Java in order to build and
promote your completed application.
