3. Highlight and click Show Filter Row.
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4. You now have the filter row. Click on All Operating Systems.
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5. Click on the filter you are interested in. In this case it is the word
filter on the far right.
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6. A prompt appears asking for what you would like to filter on. Here |
entered 6.1.4.0 as my version of AlX.

7. Press OK and you will get the filter result. It now just shows the two
servers at that specific level.
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8. Click Actions and highlight Export.

The second line queries the inventory for Operating System type 9 which is
AIX. It then adds the level to file1.

From the third to penultimate line the shell presents the user with a menu
whose items consist of the different levels of AlX that Director manages:

1) 6100-04-00-0000

2) Exit

Which level would you like a report on?

After selecting your choice you then receive a list of machines. At the time of
writing this | only had my Management Server:

Server.DisplayName = Director

The information here comes from the last line which again queries the
inventory for all machines with the build 6100-04-00-0000 and then simply
displays the machine type, model, serial and hostname.
