The method of VIOS update distribution is undergoing a transition from the VIOS

Migrating the VIOS from Version 1.4 or later to Version 2.1.3

Use the VIOS Migration DVD to migrate from VIOS Version 1.4 or later to VIOS
Version 2.1. After the migration is complete, download and install Fix Pack 23.

Premigration steps
Before you begin a migration, complete the following steps:
1. Back up your current VIOS.

2. Use the startnetsvc command to determine any services that were started, and
record these.

3. Use the Issvc command to determine other services and agents that are
configured.

* Use the Issve command to see a list of all of the agents.
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Use the Issve <agent_name> command to determine the parameters set for a
particular agent. Record these so that the agent can be reconfigured after
they migration with the same parameters.

Migrating the VIOS from a migration DVD

To migrate the VIOS from a migration DVD, complete the following steps:

1. Activate the VIOS logical partition using the HMC (version 7 or later) by
completing the following steps:

Insert the VIOS migration DVD into the VIOS logical partition.

In the HMC navigation area, expand Systems Management Servers.
Select the VIOS logical partition server.

In the contents area, select the VIOS logical partition.

Shutdown VIOS by completing the following steps:

1) Select Tasks>0perations>Shutdown.

2) In the Shutdown menu, select delayed, then select OK.

Once the VIOS logical partition is inactive, select
Tasks>Operations>Activate. The Activate Partition menu opens with a
selection of logical partition profiles. Ensure that the correct profile is
highlighted.

. Select Open a terminal window or console session to open a virtual

terminal (vterm) window.

Select (Advanced) to open the advanced options menu.

Select SMS for the boot mode.

Click 0K to close the advanced options menu.

Click OK. A virtual terminal window opens for the logical partition.

Select Select Boot Options and press Enter.

. Select the device number that corresponds to the DVD and press Enter. You

Select Yes to exit SMS.

Select a console and press Enter.
Select a language for the BOS menus and press Enter.
Select Change/Show Installation Settings and Install .

If the title displayed is not VIOS Migration Installation and Settings,
replace the DVD that is in the drive with the correct DVD before continuing
to the next step.

Select Install with the setting Tisted above.
Select Continue with Install.
Select Continue with migration.

4. Complete the following post-migration tasks:

a.

Verify that the migration was successful by doing the following:
1) Check the results of the installp command.
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2) Run the ioslevel command. The results should indicate that the ioslevel
is § ioslevel 2.1.0.0.

b. Restart the daemons and agents that were previously running by doing the
following:

1) Log on to the VIOS as a padmin user.
2) Enter the following command:
$ motd -overwrite "<enter previous banner message>"

3) Run the cfgsve command to reconfigure all of the agents by using the
configuration data that you saved in the premigration steps.

4) Run the startsve command to start the agents.

5) Run the startnetsve command to restart the services that were running
before the migration using the information that you saved in the
premigration steps.

6) Start any previously running daemons such as FTP or Telnet.

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Chapter 2. VIOS Version 2.1.3 enhancements

There are several enhancements in this release of the VIOS. The following sections
describe the features of each element by product area.

The command-line interface (CLI) has added five new commands to enable a
VIOS relevant subset of the function of the AIX Runtime Expert. The Runtime
Expert provides a simplified set of actions that can be used for collecting,
applying, and verifying environment profiles for one or more VIOS instances.

— artexget: creates a new profile

— artexset: applies a profile to a system

— artexdiff: compares a profile against existing settings

— artexlist: finds profiles in a given path

— artexmerge: combines one or more profiles into a single profile

A new option -nomedialib has been added to the backup VIOS command. This
option can be specified to exclude the contents of the virtual media repository
from the backup. If the -nomedialib option is specified in a backup and the
system is later restored using that backup, the contents of the virtual media
library will be excluded from future backups by default. To return to the original
behavior that backs up the virtual media repository, the file /etc/exclude.rootvg
can be edited to remove the string /var/vio/VMLibary.
