People are very
jealous of me and my family. I am so bus with my work that
I do not have time to be involved with things like this. I
do not know why I am detained.

The president allowed the board to ask the following guestions
of Detainee 20002:

QUESTIONING OF ISN 20002

Questions by JA Recorder 2:

The leader of my ftribe has a son named ‘(b)(@) .,
“(b)(@) " was 1in parliament. I am a shurah leader. If
I am released, I will run my shurah and lead my people. I
know I was threatened but I do not know if it was Taliban
or not. My brother works for the government. T have
another brother that lives in the United Kingdom and he has
been there for two and a half vears.

Questions by the president of the board:

The tunnel in my father’s compound is from Russian times.
I never gave a speech in Kabul. My family lives in Kabul.
Those weapons in the photo are not mine.

Questions by Member 2:
We saw Taliban in Ghazi, Baraki BRarak.

Questions by Member 1:

As a leader, I would not have to meet with the Taliban. I
recelved my education in Pakistan. '

Questions by JA Recorder 2:

I do not own a business. The Taliban has never come to me
for support or money.
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Questions from the Member 1:

I was detained because we are a respected family and others
are Jealous of us,

Questions by Member 2:

We see the Haggani fighters every day moving around on
bikes,

The president announced the conclusion . of the unclassified
hearing.

The president of the board instructed the detainee that he would

internment would not be required. However, if the board decided
that further internment is required, he would be retained at the

authorities for participation in a reconciliation program, or
released without conditions. Furthermore, if continued

internment was recommended, then an additional Detainee Review
Board would be reconvened in 6 months.

[The unclassified hearing adjourned at 1434, 24 September 2009.]
