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NEW CABINET OFFICE.

Mceasnre Introduced In Sennte Would
Provide for Department of
FPhyalcal Culture,’

Senator Mason, of Chicago, intro-
duced a bill in the senate the other day
which provides for the establishiment
of a department of physical culture,
whose secretary sball, “within the
limits of common sense,” do every-
thing he can to advance the cause of
physical culture to the individual im-
provement of the human race, as well
as to the improvement of general con-
ditions under which people live, pros-
per and prolong their usefulness. - The
department is to be intrusted with the
important work of securing Saturday
half-holidays and shorter working
hours for all public workers. Public
playgrounds, gymnasiums, theaters,
baths and laundries are proposed in
the bill. The expenses of the new de-
partment, while not estimated or reg-
ulated by the bill, may be excessive,
and to meet such a contingency and to
prevent a drain upon the revenues of
the government. it is especially pro-
vided in the measure that there shall
be an issue of paper money to be used
in meeting all ohligationy arising from
the creation of the new department.

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Growth of Foreign Commerce of
United States During r9or.

Rapld Pace of This Country in the
Great Race for the Sapremacy
in the Trade of the Largest

“Review of the Foreign Commerce of
the United States in 1901,” showing
the pace at which this country ran
during the last c¢alendar year in the
great race for supremacy in trade in
the world's markets, has been made
public by Frederic Fmery, chief of
the bureau of foreign commerce of
the state department.

It is stated that the commercial re-
ports of our diplomatic and consular
officers last year record continued
growth in the sales of many lines of
manufacture from the United States
in foreign markets and the increase
of the general concern throughout
Europe as to the possible results of
our industrial competition.

Seven of the precious stones in the
altur of the Tiffuny chapel, in the
crypt of the Cathedral of St Joho the
Divine, on Cathedral heights, N. Y.,
were removed by thicves, After mid-
night the thieves, presumably two in
number, pgalned access  to  the
grounds from the entrance on One
Hundred and Thirteenth street, op-
posite St. Luke's hospital. They
then broke a window in the crypt

and had an easy approach —to the
altar,

The altar is of Carrara marble,
faced with glass mosaics. The sym-

bols of the fuur evengelists are done |
in mother of pearl and a  central
monogram is treated with gold, gur-
nets, precious stones and mother of
pearl inlaid. Just above, at the rear |
of the altar, Iy a small taberuncle in-
laid with cologed murble and gems.
Back of the altar, against the wall,
iy the reredos, of polished black mar-
ble, inlaid with mosaics.

That the thicves were fumiliar
with the naturc of the altar is evi-
dent, for they selected the most val-
uable jewels. The night watehman,

When he
arrived Ferry wasdisposing nfahcarty
meal. He suid he suddenly became
comnscions, and ohserving hissurround-
ings, fled through a wide dvor and hur-
ried home.

The
congress adapted a resolntion serting
forth that the styanyra {aseata mos-
quitn is the only means of the trans-
mission of yeilow fever vetidiscovered,
and that the prophylaxisto be adapted
should be directed toward the destrue-
tion of this moxquito, or, where this is
not possible. toward the isoation of
thie people fram it .
